This year, the competition will award prizes in 15 categories comprising: South African Airways Tourism Award; Arts and Culture; MSD Health & Medical; Sport; Environment; Economics and Business; Mohamed Amin Photographic Award; Free Press Africa Award; Francophone General News; Portuguese Speaking General News; Radio, Television News Bulletin and Features; Print General News and a new category for 2006 - The Henry J. Kaiser Family Foundation Award for HIV/AIDS Journalism. From these category winners, the judges will choose the overall winner - The CNN MultiChoice African Journalist 2006.

The competition is open to African professional journalists and freelancers across print, television, internet, photographic and radio.
